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A 45-year-old employee died when he fell from a moving truck.  The victim’s employer had been contracted by a local government to remove brush from residential areas.  
The victim was riding on the catwalk, and a co-worker was driving a truck with an attached boom.  The brush left by the side of the road was retrieved by the boom and placed into the bed of the truck.  The victim stood on the catwalk to operate the boom.  It was common practice to ride the catwalk between piles of brush even though it was not designed to be occupied when the vehicle was in motion.  After traveling about 40 yards from the last stop at a rate less than 5 miles per hour, the victim fell from the catwalk onto the road and received a head injury.  He was conscious when taken to the hospital, but lost consciousness there and never regained it before he died.
