Fall from Platform




A 57-year-old grounds and maintenance worker at a golf course was killed while loading a lawn mower onto a powered platform.  On the 15th hole, the elevation falls 88 feet from the tee to the green.  A powered platform and tram was used to lower equipment down to the green.  The victim and a co-worker were attempting to load the greens lawn mower onto the platform.  The victim drove the mower onto the platform and parked it.  When he got off the mower, he noticed that the back end was still partially off the platform so he got back on to inch the mower forward.  As the co-worker watched the victim press the gas pedal, the mower lurched forward, hit the back gate of the platform, and knocked the gate open.  The mower went off the platform with the victim sitting in the seat.  He landed approximately 25 feet below.  He was deceased when emergency personnel arrived on the scene.
