Struck By Powered Industrial Truck






A 49-year-old temporary employee was killed when his powered industrial truck overturned.   He was operating the truck on an asphalt area when he made a wide turn and the truck became stuck in a muddy area just off the edge of the asphalt.  He then asked a co-worker to help him free the truck.  The co-worker lined up a GMC truck in front of the powered industrial truck and attached one end of an eight-foot synthetic tow strap to the front bumper of the GMC truck and the other end to the mast of the powered industrial truck.  The co-worker then began to back up the GMC truck with the victim steering the powered industrial truck.  As the powered industrial truck began to leave the muddy area, it also began to turn toward the right and fall over.  The victim tried to jump from the seat on the powered industrial truck, but was struck by the overhead protective structure and sustained mortal injuries.
