Crushed by press



A 39-year-old employee of a manufacturing facility was killed when his head was caught in a press brake machine.  The victim and a co-worker were operating the press brake as a gang punch to form 16 holes in a 2-inch-by-7-inch channel iron.  The victim positioned the channel iron, and the co-worker then stepped on the foot pedal to cycle the press and punch the holes.  For some reason, the victim put his head into the press between the top die and the 7-inch channel.  The co-worker cycled the press and caught the victim’s head in the press.  There were no guards of any type on the machine although the employer had been cited previously for failure to provide guards for it.
