Struck by scaffold frame


A 24-year-old employee was killed while dismantling a scaffold at a construction site.  The scaffold was nine frames high and nine employees were on the scaffold at the time it fell.  Seven employees were on individual scaffold platforms waiting to dismantle the scaffold.  Two employees were in the process of climbing the scaffold.  While the employees were accessing the scaffold, it began leaning and the bottom two levels collapsed.  The scaffold fell back in the other direction and came to rest on the wall of the building under construction.  The victim was trapped under the collapsed scaffold.  Two other employees were admitted to the hospital for treatment, and five others were treated and released.

	Footing of supported scaffolds were not level, sound, rigid, or capable of supporting the loaded scaffold without settling or displacement
Tubular welded frame scaffolds that were being erected or dismantled had (end) frames that were used as climbing devices for access when the end frames had horizontal members that were not parallel or level, or more than 22 inches apart vertically, or they were erected in a manner that did not create a usable ladder that provided good hand hold and foot space

Scaffolds were not erected, dismantled or altered under the supervision and direction of a competent person

Frames and panels were not braced by cross, horizontal or diagonal braces, or combination thereof, which secure vertical members together laterally.  The cross braces shall be of such length as will automatically square and align vertical members so that the erected scaffold is always plumb, level, and square.  All brace connections shall be secured.
