30.  Fall Through Skylight
A 55-year old laborer was killed when he fell through a skylight.  The victim and several co-workers were working on the roof of a building to remove debris prior to the building owner applying a rust-proof coating to the valley gutters.  While walking the roof, the victim stepped on a skylight which gave way and allowed him to fall approximately 45 feet to the concrete floor below.  No fall protection was used on the job.

	Item 1a  1926.501(b)(1)
	Each employee on a walking/working surface with an unprotected side or edge which is 6 feet or more above a lower level was not protected from falling by the use of a guardrail system, safety nets system, or personal fall arrest system.

	Item 1b  1926.501(b)(4)(ii)
	Each employee on a walking/working surface was not protected from tripping in or stepping into or through holes (including skylights) by covers.

	Item 2  1926.503(a)(1)
	The employer did not provide a training program for each employee who might have been exposed to fall hazards, so that each employee could recognize the hazards of falling and how to minimize these hazards.
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
