31.  Electrocution



A 20-year-old worker was killed while employed to perform carpentry work for a new residential construction.  The victim began the day helping a co-worker install window seals on the bottom floor of the house.  When he finished this, he went under the house to nail in some bridge work to the sub flooring.  He carried with him a drop light and extension cord so he could see in the dark under the house.  The victim was found dead about two feet into the crawl space in the mud.  The extension cord was plugged into  a defective GFCI electrical outlet and both the extension cord and the flexible power cord on the light set had tears in their outer protective coverings.

	The employer did not instruct each employee in the recognition and avoidance of unsafe condition(s) and the regulation(s) applicable to his work environment to control or eliminate any hazard(s) or other exposure to illness or injury.

On a construction site where an assured equipment grounding program was not utilized, all 120-volt, single-phase, 15-and 20-ampere receptacle outlets which were not a part of the permanent wiring of the building or structure and which were used by employees did not have approved ground-fault circuit interrupters (GFCI) for personnel protection.

Worn or frayed electric cords or cables were used.
