31.  Struck By Bundle of Trusses
A 65-year old truck driver died after delivering four bundles of metal trusses to a construction site.  Each bundle measured 56 inches long and weighted 2000 pounds.  The victim removed the synthetic straps that secured the trusses to the flat bed truck.  A forklift operator then began to remove the trusses from the truck working from the driver’s side.  One bundle was removed and laid off to the side.  As the forklift returned to the truck for another load, the remaining bundles of trusses fell off the truck and struck the victim as he was standing on the passenger side.  CPR was administered and the victim was life-flighted to a hospital where he was pronounced dead.  The victim was a retiree making a delivery on a one-time contractual basis.
