Struck by falling debris


A 71-year old fireman died when his volunteer fire department responded to a downtown fire.  At the scene, two firefighters entered the building to fight the fire.   As the fire progressed, the victim, who was the fire chief, went to the front of the building to get the two firefighters inside to evacuate the building as the fire was getting out of control.  As the firefighters exited the building, the front of the building collapsed on top of all three firefighters just inside the door.  The victim was life flighted to a hospital with multiple trauma injuries and burns to his body.    The two other firefighters were treated for injuries at a local hospital and released.   The victim died four months later.
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
