Struck by machinery  


A 29-year old worker died when the machine he was working on engaged and struck him in the neck and upper body.  The victim entered the screen printing machine by placing his back against the work surface and sliding his head under the interlocked safety bar until it was approximately 23-inches into the point of operation between the work surface and the frame.  While he was in this position, the machine began to cycle and the 400 pound frame struck the victim’s neck, pinned him against the work surface, and rendered him unconscious.  He did not regain consciousness and died nine days later.
