Thrown from bucket truck
A lineman for a utility service was killed while attempting to repair a security light located on a residential property.  The light pole was located in a field with a propane tank and a clothes line on one side making it necessary for the workers to position the truck on the other side where there was an incline having a slope of approximately five to seven degrees.  The emergency brake on the truck was set and the lineman entered the aerial lift truck boom bucket and proceeded upward to service the light at the top of the pole, approximately 30-35 feet above.  The wheels of the truck were not chocked, the lineman did not wear personal fall arrest equipment, and the outriggers on the truck were not set.  As the lineman ascended in the boom, his co-workers on the ground noticed the truck began to tilt.  At this point, one of the co-workers attempted to extend the outriggers, but before he could do so the truck began to roll backwards.  Within seconds the truck had rolled down the hill approximately 70 feet, veered to the left and turned over.  The lineman was thrown out of the bucket and was found lying on the ground about 12-15 feet away from where the bucket had broken off the boom.  CPR was conducted by a co-worker, and emergency responders were called.  The lineman was taken to local hospital where he was pronounced dead.
