Crushed by conveyor rollers



A 21-year old worker was killed when he became entangled in the rollers of a conveyor.  Five employees were working next to a conveyor system in the recycling area of a manufacturing facility where they were assigned to separate waste Styrofoam, plastic, and other materials from waste cardboard.  Trash periodically accumulated under the conveyor and it was required that employees clean the trash away.  None of the employees working near the victim saw what happened at the time of the accident, but one nearby worker saw the victim under the conveyor and concluded that he was cleaning debris away.  He turned away, then turned back to see the victim caught in the conveyor between the tension roller and the belt.  The victim died of asphyxia.  One of the guards for the conveyor was missing and another was inadequate.
