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A 21-year-old worker was killed when he fell from a support beam in a tobacco barn.  The victim was part of a six-man farm labor crew that was helping a farmer with his tobacco crop.  The victim and a co-worker were working in a two-story tobacco barn.  The victim was standing  on a wooden support beam that was 11 feet six inches above the ground.  He was handing down racks of cured tobacco that were hanging in tiers on the support beams to the co-worker on the ground.  The victim slipped and fell from the beam and hit the dirt floor face/chin first.  Emergency medical services were called, but he died from the injuries.
