Struck by forklift




A 47-year old migrant worker was killed when he was pinned between a flat bed truck and a forklift.  The victim and a co-worker were attempting to remove a pesticide tank from the bed of a flat bed truck using the forks of a powered industrial truck.  The co-worker was operating the powered industrial truck and the victim was assisting from the ground.  They noticed that the forks of the truck were placed too far apart to remove the tank.  The forklift operator parked the truck with the forks approximately one foot away from the truck bed and the forklift itself about five feet away.  The victim approached the forklift to help the operator adjust the forks while they were raised slightly above the height of the truck bed.  The forklift then rolled forward and the mast pinned the victim against the rear of the flat bed truck.  The forklift had been parked in neutral gear with the engine running and the brake not set.  The victim was conscious until the ambulance arrived.  He died in the hospital seven days later.
