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Intervening Variables are the specific community problems that strongly relate to mitigating or supporting Substance Use Behaviors and Substance Related Consequences.  They are the conditions in the community that make it more or less likely that a person will use substances.  Intervening Variables are a partial answer to the question “Why is this happening?” or “Why the problems with substances are present in the community?”  For example: If alcohol or other substances are easily available, peers are using alcohol or other substances, and parents/peers appear to approve of its use, a young person is far more likely to use substances than if one or more of these conditions are not present.  

Intervening Variables are:

· Social Access -- obtaining substances through social sources, like friends, family, and relatives
· Retail Access -- obtaining substances through retail markets such as stores, pharmacies, restaurants or bars
· Economic Availability -- low or discount pricing for substances
· Enforcement – lack enforcement of formal policies, regulations, laws, and administrative restrictions related to substance use and/or access 
· Perceived Risk – the level of belief/understanding that inappropriate use of a substance will result in immediate legal, financial, and/or personal consequences 

· Promotion -- attempts to increase demand through the promotion of alcohol products 

Local Contributing Factors are the local root causes of identified community conditions.  These factors must be specific to the community and are identifiable, measurable, and actionable.  Local contributing factors essentially answer the question, “Why is this happening here?” or “Why is the problem present here?”.  This data identifies the specific features of a community that increase risks and decrease protection and tend to create and maintain community conditions.  For example: if a community identifies the intervening variable of easy access to alcohol from sales outlets, parents, friends or parties, the Coalition must identify just how it is that alcohol is being made available to young people.

Possible Local Contributing Factors are:

· Retailers do not card

· The county has several different beer boards who all act independently

· Older peers provide alcohol

· Bars accept fake identification cards (IDs)

· The belief that use will not result in being caught

· The belief that supervised use will prevent DUIs

· The belief that teen use is inevitable

· Perception that it is easy to access alcohol

· Parents provide alcohol and allow youth to drink in their homes

· The underage drinking laws are not enforced

· Law Enforcement does not conduct compliance checks regularly

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DISCUSSION AND EXAMPLE
A Logic Model is a clear visual picture that tells the complex story of a substance use problem in a specified community.  This picture identifies local conditions that help the Coalition to see how it can make a real difference in reducing the impact of substance use in the community.  A Logic Model portrays the relationship between local contributing factors and consequence(s) as shown in the Logic Model Example on Page 2 of this Attachment (Attachment C).  Utilizing a Logic Model can help ensure the best match between interventions and their intended effects.  Data used in the Logic Model must be specific to the community targeted by the proposal.  Relationships between the various elements of the logic model are depicted and defined as follows:

Staff members or contracted consultants acting as staff to the Coalition whose salary is funded in whole or in part under this Grant Contract shall receive training as follows:  1) each such person shall complete at least two (2) of the prevention courses provided through the State’s prevention on-line self-education tool;  2) specific course titles of the courses to be completed shall be decided in negotiation with the State; and 3) at least one (1) of the required courses must be completed in the first six (6) months of the Grant Contract term and the remaining required course must be completed by the end of the Grant Contract term.

With respect to tuberculosis testing, facilitate or support the Coalition to ensure that:

i.
All new Coalition employees, including contracted staff, who have routine contact with program participants, receive testing prior to employment, or submit proof of having been tested within twelve (12) months prior to employment;

ii.
Employees and contracted staff are tested annually; at the time of exposure to active tuberculosis; and three (3) months after exposure; and
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iii.
Personnel and contractor records include date and type of test used; test results including if the test was negative or positive (a numerical reading only is not sufficient); date of test results; date and results of chest x-ray, if applicable; and any drug treatment for tuberculosis, if applicable.

(6)
Facilitate or support the Coalition in having and providing Coalition staff with computer systems or other immediate access to the Internet.  Computer systems shall be capable of fully accessing, downloading and using information from the State’s online reporting website, and other linked or referenced Internet sites.

(6)
Facilitate or support the Coalition in being capable of transmitting and receiving information through electronic mail (e-mail).  The Grantee shall maintain an e-mail address and shall provide the State with any change in the e-mail address(es) within two (2) workdays of the effective date of the change.


(7)
Facilitate or support the Coalition in being an active participant of the Regional Prevention Workgroup for the region of the Grantee.

(8)
Facilitate or support the Coalition in the development, implementation and maintenance of written organized policies and procedures; and creation and maintenance of a written Policies and Procedures Manual.  The Policies and Procedures Manual shall be available upon request of the State and include policies and procedures on, but not limited to, the following:

i.
Non-discrimination including Title VI;

ii.
Staffing and personnel;

iii.
Maintaining a Drug Free Workplace; 

iv.
Charitable Choice, if applicable;

v.
Coalition Membership;

Staff and Contractor management and oversight; and

(9)
Facilitate or support the Coalition in meeting and complying with all licensure and certification requirements (personnel); applicable federal grant requirements; and reporting requirements adopted by the State; and state and federal laws, rules, and regulations governing alcohol and drug prevention or treatment programs funded in whole or in part under this Grant Contract.  Proof of licensure and credentials shall be submitted upon request of the State.

b.
Monitoring.  In accordance with Section D.14., the State shall conduct program monitoring as follows:

State monitors shall notify the Grantee of their arrival, prior to site visit inception. The Grantee shall make available all relevant personnel on the appointed day and at the scheduled time chosen by the State, unless otherwise arranged with the State. Deviations from the proposed site visit date must be approved by the State’s Practice Improvement Director, no later than two (2) weeks prior to the site visit date; 
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(2)
The Grantee shall comply with any and all requests for information as issued by the State and is required to have all information slated for review present and ready for review on the appointed day and at the scheduled time of the review.  All requested information is to be prepared as specified by the State;

(3)
Following the monitoring visit or desk review, the Grantee shall receive a Monitoring Report. If the Monitoring Report indicates that the Grantee has incurred reportable findings, the Grantee shall be required to submit a Corrective Action Plan (CAP) for the State’s approval. The CAP must include the date issued, the signature of the preparer, and must address each reportable finding listed in the Monitoring Report. The CAP must also include corrective action to be implemented, person responsible for implementing corrective action, and the CAP implementation date;

(4)
Grantee correspondence concerning the CAP may be submitted to the State in hard copy or electronically, as an attachment, via electronic mail (e-mail); and must include a cover letter on Grantee letterhead; and must conform to the State approved format; and must be submitted within the timeframe specified by the State. No facsimile CAP information will be accepted; and

(5)
If the CAP is satisfactory, the Grantee shall receive a CAP Approval Letter from the State. If the CAP is unsatisfactory, the Grantee shall receive a CAP Disapproval Letter requesting amendment and resubmission to the State. After the CAP is approved, the State shall conduct a follow-up site visit within sixty (60) days after the approval of the CAP. It is expressly understood and agreed the obligations set forth in this section shall survive the termination of this Grant Contract as specifically indicated herein.

c.
The Grantee shall facilitate or support the Coalition in working with the State’s designated Coalition Technical Assistance Provider(s) to implement the Developing Coalition’s project in accordance with the five (5)-step Strategic Prevention Framework (SPF) model, and as approved by the State. The five (5) step SPF model includes:

(1)
Through community and student surveys and a review of archival data, SAPCs shall perform or update a needs assessment to determine specific binge drinking, tobacco use, and non-medical prescription drug use consumption and related consequences in their community;

(2)
By reviewing the infrastructure, SAPCs shall perform or update a capacity assessment to determine available or needed resources;

(3)
Using information gleaned from their needs and capacity assessments, SAPCs shall create or update a strategic plan that defines their vision and goals for the project;
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(4)
Using the information gleaned from the needs and capacity assessments as well as the goals set forth in the strategic plan, SAPCs shall select and implement evidence-based strategies that create or enhance policies, practices, and procedures that reduce substance use rates; and
(5)
Through administration of various instruments and surveys approved by the State, SAPCs shall assess the effectiveness of the implemented evidence-based prevention strategies.


d.
The Grantee shall facilitate or support the Coalition in selecting and implementing evidence-based interventions that reduce substance abuse problems, prevent the onset and reduce the progression of substance abuse, reduce substance abuse-related problems in the communities, and build prevention capacity and infrastructure at the community levels.  The State recognizes that this requirement necessitates the availability of a broad array of evidence-based interventions and shall allow prevention planners flexibility when approving specific interventions.
e.
The Grantee shall facilitate or support the Coalition in identifying and selecting evidence-based interventions to specifically address: past thirty (30) day binge drinking rate among fourteen to seventeen (14-17) year olds; tobacco use among twelve to seventeen (12-17) year olds; and non-medical prescription drug use by the total population within the communities.
f.
Using the data collected for the local contributing factors identified in the assessment of need, the Grantee shall complete a strategic plan and a substance specific implementation plan to address: binge drinking among fourteen to seventeen (14-17) year olds; tobacco use among twelve to seventeen (12-17) year olds; and non-medical prescription drug use by the total population.
g.
The Grantee shall facilitate or support the Coalition in using the information gleaned from the needs and capacity assessments as well as the goals set forth in the planning section, to coordinate the implementation of selected evidence-based prevention strategies.

h.
The Grantee shall facilitate or support the Coalition in assessing the effectiveness of the implemented evidence-based prevention strategies.

i.
The Grantee shall facilitate or support the Coalition in coordinating the implementation of at least one (1) activity that focuses on reducing the retail violation rate for selling tobacco products to minors.  Prior to implementation, the activity must be approved, in writing, by the State.

j.
The Grantee shall facilitate or support the Coalition in developing or enhancing the capacity of its members.

k.
The Grantee shall facilitate or support the Coalition in coordinating the implementation of a written strategic plan.
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l.
The Grantee shall facilitate or support the Coalition in coordinating the implementation of a written implementation plan.

Process:

The Grantee shall facilitate or support the Coalition in submitting the following reports in a format and timeframe established by the State.  It is expressly understood and agreed the obligations set forth in this section shall survive the termination of this Grant Contract as specifically indicated herein:

Weekly reports of National Outcome Measures (NOM) submitted via the State’s data system.

Quarterly project activities reports submitted no later than the fifteenth (15th) of the month following the end of each quarter; and

The Grantee shall facilitate or support the Coalition in ensuring that all reports are based on progress toward goals, objectives, and measures identified in Section A.4. and by the five (5)-step SPF model described in Section A.5.c. and include such progress as well as work done within the six (6) Center for Substance Abuse Prevention Strategies; and number of training hours completed; and number of persons served.

c.
The Grantee shall facilitate or support the Coalition in collecting, meeting, and reporting National Outcome Measures (NOM) and participating in other evaluation projects as specified by the State.

d.
The Grantee shall facilitate or support the Coalition in the utilization of the State’s data system for NOMs collection including demographic information, use of evidence-based practices, and strategy information including goals, objectives and evaluation information. 

e.
The Grantee shall facilitate or support the Coalition in providing other services that may include, but are not limited to, the following:

(1)
Preparing reports and presentations as identified by the five (5)-step SPF model described in Section A.5.c. and providing other reports, presentation and documentation in accordance with formats and timelines as directed by the State;   

(2)
Submitting to the State all required financial, statistical, program and supporting documentation in the timeframe prescribed; and

Convening and participating in scheduled meetings, workgroups, and conferences as designated by the State.
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f.
The Grantee shall provide fiscal oversight and act as the administrative agent for the Coalition for the purpose of implementation of the project’s requirements at the local level, which may include but not be limited to the following:

Acting as fiscal liaison between the Coalition and the State Comptroller’s Office for all fiscal audits; and

(2)
Disbursing all funds in a timely fashion to the Coalition pursuant to State requirements.

The Grantee shall facilitate or support the Coalition in participating in other activities as prescribed and authorized by the State.
